Bus Procurement


The Greater Hartford Transit District is issuing an RFP this month for buses.  Once awarded, we will be able to purchase a replacement vehicle.  We have had the money for a replacement vehicle for nearly two years, but FTA rule changes and issues with the statewide bus contract have prevented us from ordering.  It still can be up to a year before we take delivery.

Half Fare Program


DOT still has not responded to our request for a half fare program.

Bus Stop Program


Ryan Visci has been working on locating bus stops throughout our entire fixed-route system.  He has been coordinating with DOT to provide the information they need to obtain permits for each location, and then will coordinate with the towns to get them installed.

On-Time Performance


The large amount of construction across our service area had a significant impact on our on-time performance during the past few months, particularly on our routes.  The Shoreline Shuttle is on time 50% of the time due to traffic and deviation requests.  I am preparing a request to DOT to eliminate deviations, increase the size of the buses and add additional hours of service to this route.  Although each of these have been requested before, the deviations and overall have increased since the last request, and our on-time performance has worsened.

Staffing


The recruiter we hired to find part-time employees has helped significantly, and we hope to be fully staffed shortly.  The thank you gift cards were sent to all of our staff with a letter expressing our gratitude for putting in additional hours during our staffing shortage, and it was well received.

October 8, 2014

CALL TO ORDER

The meeting of the Estuary Transit District Finance Committee was called to order by Chairman John Forbis at 9:35 a.m. at the Estuary Transit Offices, Centerbrook, Connecticut.


ROLL CALL

Those in attendance included:  John Forbis, Peter Bierrie and  Roland Laine

Staff:  Joseph Comerford, Halyna Famiglietti and Chris Denison

Absent:  Joan Gay

PLEDGE

John Forbis led the Pledge of Allegiance.


Approval of Finance Committee Minutes of August 11, 2014


Roland Laine made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 11, 2014 Finance Committee Meeting.  Peter Bierrie seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.


REVIEW OF BUDGET, BANK STATEMENTS AND CASH FLOW FORECAST


The Bank Statements, Cash Flow Forecast, and Budget vs. Actual reports were included in the Committee packet.


Halyna Famiglietti reported the financials look good; all member towns have paid their dues and the State has also been paying.  Although still early in the fiscal year, cash flow looks strong.   All routes are operating at or below budget.

Halyna noted that the State has requested that the Riverside Shuttle route be separated from Transit –on-call.  John Forbis suggested adding a “TOTAL REVENUES” line to the cash flow charts.

Joe reported that the State has approved the District’s fare increase; he anticipates seeing a surge in the number of ticket books sold once the increase is announced.  He noted that the Towns have been purchasing books at the discounted rate.


Joe also noted that only two advertising contracts remain.  The three remaining ads all expire within the next few months.

Joe reported on the transportation forum he attended at which each of the gubernatorial candidates spoke.


UPDATE ON HADDAM, EAST HADDAM AND DURHAM

A spreadsheet comparing the towns in terms of total trips, revenue hours and revenue miles was included in the Committee’s packet.  Joe noted that the towns are happy with the services they are receiving.

Joe reported that there has been no movement on the Shoreline Shuttle plan.  Art Linares has written a letter of support to the State.  Tom Vicino has indicated that if re-elected, he intends to sponsor a bill in support of the Rt. 81 project.


DISCUSSION OF TIMING AND APPROVAL OF AUDIT

Halyna reported that the auditors have completed the field audit; the audit appears to be on schedule.

DISCUSSION OF ITEMS FOR OCTOBER 17, 2014 REGULAR BOARD MEETING


Joe reported that the State requested updated capital plans.  Capital plans are required from urban districts, however ETD maintains one as well to ensure that DOT knows our needs.  Without a plan, DOT uses their best guess as to the district’s capital needs.  Two versions of ETD’s Vehicle Replacement Schedule were distributed and discussed at the meeting.  Joe is proposing that ETD replace the shuttle route buses (Old  Saybrook to Madison) with larger, heavy-duty 30 foot buses.

Joe will discuss this item at the Board meeting during the Finance Committee report.


Joe indicated that several matters--Rt. 81, Shoreline Shuttle and the building project—remain outstanding with the state.


Joe also noted that all bus phones will need to be replaced within the coming months, as no phone carriers will be supporting 2G network phones as of January 2015.

Roland Laine made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 11:22 a.m.  Peter Bierrie seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

As you may know, the Shorcline Shuttle Route provides approximately 70,000 trips
annually to the residents of Chester, Clinton, Deep River, Essex, Killingworth, Lyme,
Madison, Old Lyme, Old Saybrook, and Westbrook. Since 2009, ridership has increased
80 per cent. In addition, the district has seen a shift in users from seniors to younger
travelers, going to and from their place of employment.

With an increase in the demand for service, no additional time allowance has been made
to accommodate deviation requests. Unlortunately, these deviation requests combined
with the additional passenger traffic have resulted in an on-time performance of less than
50 per cent.

REVIEW OF BUDGET, BANK STATEMENTS AND CASH FLOW FORECAST

Halyna Famiglietti reported the financials look good and that all of the towns have paid their dues; however, it is still uncertain as to when the State will pay the District.

DISCUSSION OF ESSEX MOTOR CLUB PROPERTY AT 7 MAIN STREET, IVORYTON

Several members of the Board recently toured the facility.  Joe reported that the owner is looking for a long-term lease of 20 years.  He noted that the facility would require several expensive modifications and environmental concerns exist.  He also noted that committing to such a long-term lease would prevent the District from acquiring its own facility anytime soon.  Peter Bierrie strongly urged the Committee members to think about ways to improve the current facility, making it more efficient, for long-term use.

Dear Ms. Battistini,


The Board of Directors has reviewed your complaint dated July 22, 2014.


We find that you failed to show up for a shift that was assigned to you per ETD policy.  We also find that you walked away from a supervisor during a discussion.  This behavior is unacceptable, and the disciplinary action taken was appropriate.


Upon examining the facts surrounding your complaint we find no evidence of unlawful harassment or workplace violence.


We find several instances of you attending doctor appointments during your shift, for which you were paid.  These visits occurred on June 26th, July 7th and July 21st.  We therefore find that your medical appointments have been accommodated and your time has been paid.


We find that ETD acted appropriately to accommodate your work restrictions by reassigning you to a more predictable route.  We find no violation of your work restrictions.


As an ETD employee, you are required to follow the instructions of your supervisor and failure to do so will result in disciplinary action.  Following instructions of your supervisor is one of your work responsibilities.
